At the time of hissudden death on the18f March 1923 (at age 61 in an Indianapolis ha$pit
George E. Kessler maintained their primacy fandlsidence in St. Louis, Missouri, in this house
located at 5andeventer Place.

Within this most prestigious of St. Louis’ fablpdvate places, the Kesslers’ house had been
designed by the Boston architecture firm of ShegRaytan, and Coolidge -- originally as a
home for millionaire John T. Davis.

Vandeventer Place, in its entirety, was demolish&ihg the 1940s.
